• Please see “Wiring Diagram”. Failure to follow instructions can result in a damaged product and will void warranty. It could also result in an electric shock or fire.
• This device is not intended for use with emergency exit risk of fire or electric shock. Installation of this retrofit assembly requires a person familiar with the construction 
and operation of the luminaire’s electrical system and the hazard involved. If not qualified, do not attempt installation. Contact a qualified electrician.
• Risk of fire or electric shock. Install this kit only in the luminaires that have the construction features and dimensions shown in the photographs and/or drawings and 
where the input rating of the retrofit kit does not exceed the input rating of the luminaire.
• To prevent wiring damage or abrasion, do not expose wiring to edges of sheet metal or other sharp objects.

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Replacing CFL Lamp

Replacing HPS/HID Lamp

1. HiLED-OVOID lamp is intended to retrofit E26/E39/EX39 base CFL, HPS/HID lamps.
2. This lamp is not intended to use in fixtures with dimmable.
3. This lamp is suitable to use in totally enclosed surface mounted fixtures.
4. Installation Method: UL Type B, Ballast Bypass, making electrical 
    connection to the mains (120-277Vac) directly.
5. Broken or damaged fixture parts must be repaired or replaced to maintain   
    the outdoor ratings of the fixture.
6. Perform a visual inspection to ensure lamp-holder is not damaged or loose. 
    If damaged, corroded, charred, blackened, or loose, the lamp-holder should 
    be replaced with a new lamp-holder according the original E26/E39/EX39.
7. Use only fixture with lamp compartment dimensions as below (H x L x W):

8. This product is suitable to install in wet locations.

1. Turn off the power before installing. 
2. Remove the diffuser or lens or reflector of the fixture to have clear exposer of         
    internal wiring.
3. Remove the existing lamp.
4. Bypass the gear including ballast/capacitor/ignitor and connect lamp-holder 
    wires directly to 120-277Vac, 50/60Hz.
5. Secure wiring properly by routing away from all sharp edges.
6. Install the HiLED lamp into the lamp-holder firmly.
7. Install back the diffuser or lens of the fixture.
8. Turn on the power.
